Take the PSAT/NMSQT test
administered in October.

Attend a college and career fair.
Visit at least 3 PS institutions.
Consider the career attributes
related to career interests.
Contact a recruiter if interested in a
military career.

Know how CP courses and
experiences articulate to degree
programs at PS options.
